What is intimidating and aggressive behaviour?

Anti-social behaviour is any behaviour that
causes harassment, alarm or distress to
any person not of the same household.

In short, ASB is anything that has a
negative impact on the community. It
disrupts the peace and quiet of the people
that live around you.

Intimidating behaviour means making someone feel scared,
threatened, or uncomfortable — even without physical violence.
Tt can include:

+ Staring in a threatening way

+ Using body language to make someone feel small

+ Speaking in a harsh or threatening tone

Aggressive behaviour is more forceful and includes actions
meant to hurt, scare or upset others. This might be:

+ Shouting or using violent language
